(B,D) 130 mi/ 210 km TOUR HIGHLIGHT ART & ARCHITECTURE Explore the
extraordinary example of Roman power in one of the most luxurious villas of its kind in the Italian countryside. Marvel at the
magnificently preserved mosaics that embellish the Villa Romana del Casale, designed and installed by African mosaic
workers and the strength of the Roman influence and power throughout the Mediterranean region.

(B,D) 20 mi / 32 km LOCAL FAVOURITE LOCAL TASTES For 150 years, the family tradition of chocolate
making has been passed down through the generations of the Banajuto family in Modica. L’Antica Dolceria Bonajuto delights
chocolate lovers with its traditional recipes and confections as it has done for more than a century.

World Stages NOTO Walk along Corso Vittorio Emanuele to admire San Nicolo Cathedral. SYRACUSE Guided visit to the
Archaeological Park features the Greek Theatre and the Roman Amphitheatre. (B) 56 mi / 90 km TOUR HIGHLIGHT
ARCHITECTURE & ARCHAEOLOGY Discover the extraordinary evidence of history found at Neapolis Archaeological Park
of Siracusa. The stars of this show are the magnificent ancient ruins of the Greek Theatre and remarkable Roman
Amphitheatre which are revered as one of the greatest archaeological sites in all of Italy.
