It's a tasty entrée to the Legerwood Carved
Memorial Trees, sculpted into World War One soldiers. Come dusk in Bicheno, sign up to spot tuxedoed little penguins waddle to
shore from the water.

Day 3 :- Bicheno - Hobart

e. Hobart Walking Tour (History, People and Places)
